1. Call to order

William Pate, DrPH, Chair, called the meeting to order at 10:45 a.m. A
quorum was present.

A. Senate Bill 1592, 88t Legislature, Regular Session, 2023,
Passage and Update of 25 TAC §289.120

Ms. Bruedigan stated that this rule is officially open. The change to the
rule consists of the additional TRAB member that the Legislature put
forth. Some grammar changes were updated. There will be a public
comment period for these changes, and then it will come back to the
TRAB for final review.

B. Other Industrial/Minimal Threat X-ray definition and
requirements

A couple of university systems contacted Dr. Pate regarding the
definitions for minimal threat. This was discussed in the Topic Research
Committee meeting. It was decided to form a working group to work on
this topic. Dr. Pate agreed to be the representative for the Public
Research and Medical Committees. He will also contact the INUW
Committee chair to determine a committee representative.
